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The Journey of Lent 
 

Dear brothers and sisters, 

Last Wednesday we began our Lenten journey as we 

were signed with ashes and called to turn away from sin 

and believe in the gospel. What is this holy season of 

Lent about and what is its connection to the Easter 

season? I would like to use an image to express what 

we are about as followers of Jesus. We are on a journey 

from the ashes of Lent to the living font of the waters of 

baptism. Lent is a time for both catechumens and the 

faithful to prepare to celebrate the paschal mystery. The 

catechumens are prepared for the sacraments of 

initiation by the rite of election and the scrutinies. The 

faithful prepare to renew their baptismal promises by 

attentiveness to the Word of God and by prayer, fasting 

and almsgiving. The focus of our journey is the Paschal 

Mystery of Jesus Christ into which we were initiated at 

our baptism. We need to see the Lenten season as part 

of the Easter mystery. We journey for 40 days of Lent 

and then, after having celebrated the Triduum of the 

Lord, we glory in the Resurrection for 50 days as we 

invoke the healing power of the Holy Spirit. 

 

The focus of the First Sunday of Lent is the 

Temptations of Christ. We begin our Lenten journey in 

the desert with Christ as we struggle with the 

temptations to power, presumption and self-

gratification. We retrace the journey of our Jewish 

ancestors who wandered in the desert for 40 years. The 

first reading from Genesis tells the story of the fall of 

Adam and Eve. We who were made out of the clay, 

receiving the breath of life, refused to acknowledge that 

we were creatures. Yet Paul tells us in the letter to the 

Romans that Jesus is the new Adam whose act of 

obedience brought us righteousness. 

 

I don’t know about you but I sometimes feel like I am 

wandering in the desert of life, struggling with my own 

humanness. My ego or pride gets in the way of my 

relationships. Like many people I am a control freak 

and get frustrated when everything does not turn out 

like I wanted. I often forget that God is in control and 

that He provides me with bread for the journey. So I 

know that I need Lent. The beautiful part of being part 

of the pastoral team and working in the four parishes is 

that I know that I can rely on others for prayer, counsel 

and support. So we are all on the faith journey together 

as we prepare to renew our baptismal promises at the 

Easter Vigil. Please take advantage of all the Lenten 

activities being sponsored by our parishes. Don't forget 

the fabulous Fish Fry sponsored by Catholic East that 

starts this Friday March 18th. 

 

Finally, I would be remiss not to salute the Irish as we 

honor St. Patrick on March 17th and to join our Italian 

and Sicilian friends as we celebrate the Solemnity of St. 

Joseph on March 19th.
