Dear Friends,

As we begin our fourth week of our Lenten journey, we hear
an echo of joy in the Entrance Antiphon assigned for the day:
“Rejoice with Jerusalem and be glad because of her.” Today
is Laetare Sunday, a Latin word that means “be joyful, be
glad.” It has also been called Rose Sunday or Refreshment
Sunday. The presider may wear rose-pink vestments instead
of purple. We are a little past the midpoint in our Lenten
journey of prayer, fasting and almsgiving. We will pray over
our elect in the second scrutiny as we ask God’s power to
strengthen them against the influence of sin. Despite the
cooler weather, we see signs of spring in the budding
flowers; we can hear the early chant of the robin as the sun
rises and all the birds begin their song of praise to the Lord.
We are getting closer to the celebration of the Triduum and
the Easter season.

Today’s gospel story from John chapter 9 relates how Jesus
cured the blind man at the pool of Siloam in Jerusalem. In
Jesus’ day the pool of Siloam was the only source of water
for the residents in Jerusalem. . The story of the cure of the
blind man is a parable for all of us of the effects of Baptism.
He was “anointed” by Jesus (with mud) and then sent to a
pool of water where his eyes were opened. As the story
progresses, the man is being challenged to identify who this
Jesus is and how and why he cured the blind man on a
Sabbath when no work was allowed. (Jesus made a paste out
of his spittle and mud.)
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Finally the man encounters Jesus and is asked to confirm his
belief in the Son of Man. As Pope Benedict XVI mentioned
in his 2011 Lenten message, Christ not only wants to give us
sight, but also open our interior vision to recognize him as
the Savior, to live as Paul tells us as “children of the light.”
Throughout history men and women have been called to give
witness to their faith. We are called to do the same. We are
called to bring the light of Christ to the many challenges that
we face whether that be the whole discussion on the state
budget for *11-’13, the rights of unions and efforts for peace
in the midst of world conflicts. We are preparing during this
Lenten season to renounce sin and Satan and renew our
baptismal promises at the Easter Vigil.

Finally, these last several weeks of Lent are a great
opportunity to celebrate the mercy of God through a fruitful
reception of the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Please refer to
the bulletin for a schedule of times for this sacrament. We
will have an RCC Communal Penance Service on Saturday
April 16th at 10 a.m. at SS. Peter and Paul Congregation.
You are also invited to a presentation that I will give on the
Sacrament of Reconciliation on Tuesday April 12 from 7:00
p-m. to 8:30 p.m.at St. Rita Church.

Let us pray for one another as we continue our Lenten
journey.

About the Labyrinth

The Labyrinth is a tool to guide healing, deepen self-knowledge and empower creativity. Walking the labyrinth
clears the mind and gives insight into the spiritual journey. Pray on the labyrinth the way you like to pray in other
places. The praying, which the labyrinth helps happen, is itself the gift.

There will be handouts with suggestions about how to use this spiritual tool as well as people available to help you.

What is a Labyrinth? Why is it the shape that it is?

The labyrinth is just one of the many traditions of prayer which have been part of Christian tradition for two millennia.

The design of the particular labyrinth we are using was found in the floor of the Cathedral of Notre Dame at Chartres,
France. It was set there at the end of the crusades when it became too dangerous to make a pilgrimage to Jerusalem.
It became a way one could walk in pilgrimage without leaving one’s home area.

From the Sinai wilderness to the Mount of Transfiguration, stories are told of approach to God, encounter with God,
and return from God. The winding path of the labyrinth suggests these circuitous and often difficult or challenging
journeys.

Why use a labyrinth at all?

The labyrinth is a physical tool which helps shape one’s prayer. Its winding non-linear path affects us by loosening the
grip of our linear rational mind. This allows room for the heart’s concerns to become an equal basis to thought for
praying. A church labyrinth is an opportunity for a different type of devotional prayer and more active participation
in the community.

e strengthens opportunities for contemplative prayer, meditation and spiritual exploration
e helps find a sense of peace, a non-verbal experience

e stress reduction — retreat from the pressure of life, quiet the mind, and open the heart

e each walk is different for each person

e one path — way in is way out

e ltis a form of pilgrimage- allows each person to find that which is meaningful to him /her
e a spiritual aid, a prayer tool
