“There are places in our hearts that do not exist, and into them enters suffering in order that
they might have existence.” (Leon Bloy)

Dear Friends,

As we enter this fifth week of Lent, we know
that the move to the Cross and the suffering of Jesus
will become more and more present to us. In this
Sunday’s gospel, we hear the poignant story of Jesus’
good friend’s death, and what could be the saddest
phrase in all of the Bible: And Jesus wept.

Somehow it is a great comfort to know that
Jesus could cry-- not only one more piece of evidence
that Jesus was truly human but also that part of divinity
always includes compassion. As the saying goes, there
is nothing like a good cry, and divine tears bring eternal
comfort!

It goes without saying that so much a part of
typical human living, both individually and in society,
could be the cause of many tears. Suffering abounds;
ambiguity and anxiety are rampant; chaos and
meaninglessness seem to be the rule of the day.
Division and acrimony seem to multiply.

In the face of all this, it is important to note that

Jesus’ tears in the story of Lazarus are not the final
point in the story. Jesus calls forth an even more
extraordinary command springing from his compassion:
Untie him and let him go. Tears are cleansing and
redemptive when they are a release of all that is pent up
in us; they free us and let something new and healing be
born in us. Suffering is never an end in itself but always
the means to resurrection. We don’t find healing and
strength by fleeing or suppressing our ambiguities and
anxieties, but grow through them by uniting them to the
suffering of our Savior. Chaos and meaninglessness are
temporary if we trust in divine redemption, a
redemption that is able to overcome the deepest
divisions and acrimonies because we realize that in the
end, universal love will triumph.

Let’s pray for each other and our Church,
country and world as we move toward Holy Week!

Elementary with the help of the
Milwaukee Parent Choice Program
performed much better than their
counterparts attending other schools or
MPS students in general in recent
testing.

We congratulate our staff and students
for bucking a trend in which students in
Milwaukee's school choice program as a
whole performed worse than or about the
same as students in Milwaukee Public
Schools in math and reading on the latest
statewide test. In fact, reading
achievement for Catholic East students
in Grade 3-8 who take part in the Choice
program ranked 5th out of 96 schools
with like students, according to a chart
published as part of a Milwaukee Journal
-Sentinel story on the Wisconsin

following subjects: 86.6, reading; 68.2,
language arts; 59.7, math; 59.1, science
and 72.7, social studies. Many students
who attend Catholic East with the help
of the Choice program are parishioners
of our five sponsoring parishes. Our
results compare with the following
averages from all Choice students and all
Milwaukee Public School students,
respectively: 55.2 and 59.0, reading;
38.0 and 41.0, language arts; 34.4 and
47.8, math; 35.0 and 42.2, science; and
54.0 and 57.6, social studies. 10th grade
Choice students at schools with that
grade also were included in the testing.
All Catholic East students in Grades 3-8
took WKCE and did well. The results of
this standardized test, as well as the lowa
Test of Basic Skills, will be available
soon. Our students, parents and staff can
