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Dear friends, 

 

With today’s celebration of Passion Sunday, we enter into the 

holiest week of the year for Christians. The last five weeks of 

Lent have been preparing us to celebrate the passion, death and 

resurrection of Christ. Father Tim, Father Mike and I would like 

to invite you to make this week holy by participating as actively 

as possible in the sacred rites that will be celebrated throughout 

the week. 

 

This Tuesday evening at 7:30 PM, Archbishop Listecki will 

preside at the Chrism Mass at St. John’s Cathedral. At this 

Mass, he will bless the holy oils that will be used in our 

sacramental celebrations in the coming year. After the Mass, the 

oils are taken to every parish in the archdiocese and they are 

presented to the parish on Holy Thursday evening. 

 

Lent ends at sundown on Holy Thursday and we enter into the 

Sacred Triduum of the Passion, Death and Resurrection of 

the Lord. These are the highest of holy days for Christians. 

 

Holy Thursday evening, we enter into the Triduum with the 

Mass of the Lord’s Supper. We commemorate the Last Supper 

and the institution of the Eucharist and the priesthood. At the 

conclusion of the Mass, the Eucharist is carried to the altar of 

repose and the church remains open for adoration. 

 

On Good Friday, we celebrate the Lord’s Passion and Death 

on the Cross in the afternoon. For those who cannot participate 

in this service we offer three evening services: Stations of the 

Cross at 5:00 PM at Old St. Mary’s and the Service of 

Tenebrae at 7:00 PM at both Sts. Peter & Paul and St. 

Hedwig’s. 

 

On Holy Saturday, the Triduum reaches its climax with the 

celebration of the Easter Vigil. During this Mass, we bless a 

new fire, light the new Paschal Candle, bless the waters of 

baptism and welcome our Elect and Candidates into the Church 

through the celebration of Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist. 

The Easter Vigil is the first Mass of Easter and does satisfy the 

obligation of Easter Sunday. We continue our celebration of the 

Lord’s resurrection with our Easter Sunday Masses. 

 

Father Tim, Father Mike and I urge you to please make every 

effort to participate in as many of these services as possible. 

Holy Week should be different from every other week of the 

year and it should be the crowning event of our Lenten journey 

to deepen our relationship with Christ. Please know that we will 

be praying for all of our parishioners in a very special way this 

week.
