Dear Friends,
Where is your treasure?

In the Opening Prayer for the Seventeenth Sunday in
Ordinary Time we acknowledge that God is the treasure
that we seek, the one without whom “nothing has value.”
This is the last Sunday in a series of three in which Jesus
teaches us by the use of parables: the parable of the
treasure, the parable of the pearl and the parable of the net.
In these parables Matthew speaks to the Jewish Christian
community about the ultimate value of the kingdom of
heaven. In order to discern the value of the kingdom in the
midst of a world that is preoccupied with wealth and power
we need the gift of discernment as we join King Solomon
in praying for an “understanding heart.”

The kingdom of heaven is a gift from God that demands a
response of discipleship and the practice of stewardship. If
all is gift and blessing, then our response, according to the
gospel, is almost foolish as we sell all that we have to buy
the field with the buried treasure or the pearl of great price.
In being good stewards we share of our bounty with our
parish and with those in need. Each weekend we are asked
to bring money or food items for the Riverwest Food
Pantry. Some parishes will collect school supplies for the
upcoming school year. Many of our parishioners volunteer

in so many capacities such as working at the food pantry,
helping with Habitat for Humanity or serving food at St.
Ben’s or All Saints. We also pray for Shawn Alexander
and Erin Lange from Three Holy Women Catholic

Parish who are visiting the sister parish of Immaculate
Heart of Mary in Padibe, Uganda. A group of youth and
adult chaperones from Ss. Peter and Paul just returned
from a mission trip in Kansas sponsored by JustSDays. As
you can see, many of our parishioners have discovered the
treasure of the kingdom.

For the last several weekends, we have made an appeal for
financial support of the renovation of the Holy Rosary
School.
