Dear friends,

Over the past few weeks, the lead news stories on the
national news have focused on the battle between the
Democrats and Republicans over how to handle the
debt crisis. In the midst of that, I fear another story
kind of got lost.

The story I am talking about is the famine that is
occurring in East Africa. The United Nations has
declared a famine in two regions of southern Somalia
owing to the worst drought in decades. It is the first
time since 1991-92 that the UN has declared famine
in a part of Somalia, signaling that many are dying
from a lack of food. The eastern Kenyan town of
Dadaab has become home to a sprawling refugee
camp that sees some 1,300 people arriving each day
from drought-stricken Somalia. Besides Somalia,
Ethiopia, Eritrea, Djibouti and Kenya are also
countries where hunger and the threat of malnutrition
are the daily reality for more than 11 million people.
