FOOD ITEM OF THE WEEK 

  Salad Dressing 
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Dear friends, 

 

Over the past year or so, many of you may have heard 

bits and pieces about changes that will be coming in 

the Mass. What is changing is not the way we 

celebrate Mass, but the words we use in praying the 

Mass. The Vatican has given its approval to a new 

English translation of the prayers we use at Mass that 

will be a more literal translation of the English from 

the Latin. This translation will be used in every 

English speaking country in the world and, in the 

United States, will be used fully beginning the first 

Sunday of Advent, November 27. 

 

Admittedly, this new translation is going to take a lot 

of getting used to by all of us, including the priests. 

Therefore, in the weeks leading up to the Season of 

Advent, we want to help prepare our parishes as best 

we can so that our praying of the Mass will continue 

to be as efficacious as possible. 

 

While we will not begin using the entire new 

translation for some time yet, the United States 

Conference of Catholic Bishops has given approval 

for parishes to begin teaching and using the new 

translations in our sung prayers and acclamations in 

September. These include the Gloria, the Holy, Holy 

or Sanctus, and the Memorial Acclamation. The 

translation of the final ―Amen‖ that concludes the 

Eucharistic Prayer and the Lamb of God do not 

change in wording. Beginning in September, we will 

begin learning the new wording and the new musical 

settings of these prayers. This will help us be familiar 

with them as we implement the new translation in 

November. 

 

Also, I will be spending two weeks in a row at each 

parish using the time of the homily to explain why 

these changes are occurring and what exactly they 

mean for us. I will begin these instructions at the end 

of September. We also hope to have additional 

opportunities to look more deeply into what we do 

when we celebrate Mass and how this is facilitated by 

the words we use. 

 

Change is never easy. However, relearning the 

prayers of the Mass in a new translation can be an 

opportunity for all of us to slow down our prayer and 

help us better reflect on what it is we are saying in 

prayer. Let’s take advantage of this opportunity to 

better enter into the Mass with full, conscious and 

active participation.
