St. Paul gives us sage advice in the second reading for 

today: ― Owe nothing to anyone, except to love one 

another.‖ (Rom 13:8)  In this time when our world is 

so caught up in war, violence and the consequences of 

economic injustice, Jesus gives us a model to follow 

in Matthew 18:15-20.
