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Dear Friends, 
 

I don’t know about you but sometimes I have a difficult 

time making a decision, perhaps out of fear of making 

the wrong decision. I tend to procrastinate and spend 

way too much time in looking at all the options before I 

make a decision. Like you, and like the two sons in 

today’s gospel, I sometimes give one response to a 

situation and later change my mind. As Jesus addresses 

the “chief priests and elders,” with the parable of the 

two sons, he is not looking for information but is 

challenging them to do what they say. The prophet 

Ezekiel is calling the “house of Israel” to the conversion 

of their lives for the consequences of their actions are 

either life or death. St. Paul invites the Philippians in 

this beautiful kenosis hymn to have the same attitude as 

in Christ Jesus. According to the kingdom perspective, 

we turn from ourselves to others, and ultimately to 

doing the will of God. 

 

From my perspective, I am overwhelmed with the 

generous response of so many parishioners to the needs 

of others and to concern for social justice.
