Happy New Year 2012!  It’s hard to believe that we are 

beginning a new liturgical year with the season of Advent.   

According to Roman tradition, Advent has a two-fold 

character: as a season to prepare for Christmas when Christ’s 

first coming to us is remembered, and as a season when that 

remembrance directs our mind and heart to await  Christ’s 

second coming at the end of time. This new liturgical year is 

also special for the Church in the United States as we begin 

to use the third edition of the Roman Missal. While a lot of 

press has been given the new Missal, we have the golden 

opportunity to focus on what liturgy is all about:  hearing 

God’s word and surrendering to the mystery that we 

celebrate.  While it will take awhile for both presider and 

congregation to comfortably pray the new liturgical texts, I 

hope we can get to know Jesus better in word and song.  We 

will be using seasonal Orders of Worship at all four parishes 

to help better acquaint ourselves with the new Roman Missal. 

As the liturgical year progresses, we will learn the sung parts 

of the Order of the Mass such as the Preface dialogue. The 

optimum word is patience, a favorite Advent virtue. 

 

 The focus for the First Sunday of Advent sounds very 

similar to the last several weeks of Ordinary Time as we 

prepare for the final coming of Christ. The key words of 

Jesus are: ―Be watchful.  Be alert!‖ The readings for Advent, 

especially those taken from the prophet Isaiah, focus on the 

longing of Israel for salvation and the heightened expectation 

of a coming Messiah. Jesus came among his own people, but 

they did not recognize him for their expectations were too 

narrow. Who looks to a carpenter if we are expecting a 

Messiah. Being watchful, as Jesus asks us to do, is being 

open to the in breaking of our God who enters our world 

each day and invites us to a life of joyful hope. While Advent 

is not a penitential season like Lent, we are still called to seek 

the Lord and return to Him who will ― keep us firm to the 

end.‖ In each of our parishes we will have opportunities to 

prepare the way of the Lord by works of justice and mercy. 

Refer to your bulletin for information on upcoming Advent 

events. 

 

One of the ways to celebrate the Advent season is by having 

an Advent wreath in your home and gathering with family or 

friends to light each candle as the weeks progress. Some of 

our parishes use the Advent Blue Book or other devotional 

materials to help us pray each day as we hasten the coming 

of the Lord. Another beautiful tradition is the Advent 

calendar. I invite all of you to take some extra time, in the 

midst of all the busy preparations for Christmas, to pray in 

silence and prepare your hearts for the birth of the Savior 

once again. 

 

On behalf of Frs. Brian and Tim, I wish you all the blessings 

of the Advent season.

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THE CONFITEOR 
CORINNA LAUGHLIN AND D. TODD WILLIAMSON 
 

At the very beginning of the liturgy, we prepare ourselves ―to 

celebrate the sacred mysteries‖ by recalling our sinfulness, and 

asking the Lord for mercy. This part of the Mass is called the 

Penitential Act, which takes one of three forms. The first form is 

most commonly known as the Confiteor (the Latin word for ―I 

confess,‖ the first words of the prayer). The Confiteor is a 

communal statement in which we acknowledge our brokenness 

not only to God, but to the community, which is wounded by our 

sins. The revised English translation of the texts of the Mass 

brings some changes to this familiar prayer. We will say, 

―through my fault, through my fault, / through my most grievous 

fault,‖ which faithfully translates the Latin text. The repetition is 

a poetic device, not unlike the litanies we pray at other points in 

the Mass (Kyrie, Lamb of God). These words are accompanied 

by the ritual gesture of striking the breast, an ancient sign of 

repentance. The emphasis is not on the magnitude of our sins, 

but on our personal responsibility for the evil that we do, and the 

good we fail to do. Through the Penitential Act, we recognize 

our weakness, and look with hope to the God who wants nothing 

more than to make us whole.
